One aria from opera or oratorio repertoire, in the original language and key
One German Lied
One art song from the Romance language repertoire
One English or American art song
One song or aria of your choice

Procedure

Prepare a CD or DVD of the repertoire listed above. Please take care that the sound is of acceptable
quality. List the repertoire performed on the application, including composer, title, key and accurate
timings for each piece. Record each piece or movement on a separate track. Please note: the judges
will hear no more than 15 minutes of music in the lower division and 20 minutes in the upper division.

Mail the Application Form together with the recording and required supporting materials to the
address listed above by February 1, 2010. Notification of Semifinalists (and alternates) will be made

on or before February 15th.

Written comments will be available following the Semi-Final Round. There will be no written comments
by adjudicators following the Preliminary Round.

Semi-Finals and Finals, March 13, 2010

Six contestants at each level will be invited to compete in Sarasota. Lodging will be provided, but not
transportation to and from Sarasota, FL.. Semi-finalists who do not qualify as finalists will receive $100
from the Don Britt Performance Fund for Semi-Finalists to defray entry and transportation costs.

The Semi-finals take place on March 13th at Neel Auditorium, Manatee Community College, Bradenton,
FL. Three finalists from each division will be selected to compete in the final round held in the Historic
Asolo Theater on the grounds of the Ringling Museum, Sarasota, at 7:30 p.m. on the same evening. An
accompanist will be provided for both afternoon and evening events.
