Please note: the judges will
hear no more than 20 minutes of music in the lower division and 25 minutes in the upper division.

Mail the Application Form together with the recording and required supporting
materials to the address listed above by February 15, 2011. Notification of Semifinalists
(and alternates) will be made on or before February 22nd.

Written comments will only be available following the Semi-Final Round. There will be no written
comments by adjudicators following the Preliminary Round.
